Eligibility requirements:
1.
Applicant must be member of the Society (membership applications may be submitted with scholarship application), in any grade, and must be in good standing at the time of award;

2.
The purpose of the Fellowship is to encourage the creation of new knowledge in the field of structural design and construction, and should be used for that purpose;

3.
During the tenure of this fellowship, the recipient may not work on research projects other than that for which this fellowship has been granted; but recipients may accept other awards if the conditions of such awards are the same as those for this fellowship;

4.
Evidence must be shown throughout the application that the recipient has the ability to conceive and explore original ideas in the field of structural engineering.

Completed application form;

b)
Personal essay on why you should receive this Fellowship.  The essay shall be no more than 500 words and shall highlight why you chose to become a civil engineer, your specific ASCE Student Chapter involvement, any special financial needs and your long term goals and plans;

c)
A detailed statement indicating how the Fellowship moneys will be used;

d)
Provide a description of the proposed research and its objectives, including a statement from the institution at which the research is to be done that the applicant and proposed research are acceptable to the institution;

e)
Minimum of two letters of recommendation.  Recommendations must accompany the application in a sealed envelope (must respond to #4 in Eligibility).  Only one (sealed) copy of each recommendation is needed;

f)
Copy of official transcript.  A sealed official transcript should be sent directly from each educational institution to ASCE, and;

g)
A one to two page resume should be attached which includes honors, activities, organizations, ASCE student chapter activities including any offices held, and any work experience.

Procedure: 
You may e-mail all the information (completed application and items a, b, c, d, f, and g from above.)  If you are mailing the materials - one original application package (containing items a, b, c, d & g from above; item f may also be included) should be received at the address below by November 1, 2012.  All official transcripts and letters of recommendation should be postmarked by November 1, 2012. 
Award: 
Stipend for the Fellowship will be at least $5000.  The following year of award, the recipient may apply (prior to November 1) for a renewal.  The additional stipend is to be determined annually by the Committee on Society Honors based on funds available from the endowment.  The Research Fellow is required to submit a full report on completed research to the Executive Committee of the Society.
