SAMPLE SECTION CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAW

CHANGES FOR NEW LOCAL INSTITUTE CHAPTERS

Article IV (Constitution) - Officers and Governing Body

Section 1.
The officers of the Section shall be a President, two Vice-Presidents, a Secretary, 
a Treasurer, two elected Directors and Institute Chapter Chairs.

Article III (By-Laws) – Committees

Section 1. 
The President shall appoint Chairmen for the following committees for each year: hospitality, auditing, legislative and membership. The President shall also appoint persons to the following positions: News Bulletin Editor, Student Contact Member, Student Associate Contact Member and DCES representative.

Section 2. 
Standing and Special committees shall be created and terminated at the discretion of the Board of Directors.

Section 3
The Board of Directors shall determine the aims, duties, procedures, and composition of the standing committees.

Section 4
Annually the President shall appoint a chair for each committee.  These committee chairs shall, with the cooperation of the Board of Directors, fill the vacancies of all committees.  Preferably, committee members will serve for terms of three (3) years with one third (1/3) of the members being replaced each year.  Committee chairs and membership are subject to ratification by the Board of Directors.

Section 5
All committees, except where otherwise specifically directed or authorized by the Board of Directors, shall be subject to the rules and procedures as outline in the Bylaws of the American Society of Civil Engineers.

Article VII (By-Laws) – Technical Groups and Institute Chapters

Section 1
Technical Groups and Institute Chapters may be formed subject to the approval of the Board of Directors.

Section 2
The purpose of the Technical Groups and Institute Chapters is to advance the art and science of civil engineering in specialized areas of interest through the medium of special seminars, symposiums and other projects sponsored by these groups and chapters.  Where appropriate, meetings shall be sponsored jointly with other professional societies and organizations desiring to cooperate.

Section 3
Technical Groups and Institute Chapters may elect their own officers, hold meetings and conduct their financing, subject to such rules and regulations as the Board of Directors may prescribe.

Section 4
The Chairman of each Technical Group and Institute Chapter shall submit an annual report to the Board of Directors, on or before the first day of September, describing the programs and activities of the group or chapter.

Section 5
Each Technical Group and Institute Chapter shall submit an annual financial report to the Section Treasurer, on or before the first day of September, presenting a summary of revenues, expenses and cash on hand.

Section 6
A Technical Group or Institute Chapter that fails to submit annual activities and financial reports by the prescribed date shall be considered inactive until the overdue reports are submitted.  The Board of Directors may cease the activities of a technical group or Institute Chapter upon two – thirds (2/3) vote by the Board of Directors.  Upon termination and payment of outstanding depths, all revenues will be returned to the Section Treasurer.
